From the outside. the building resernbles a caramel square dusted with cocoa.
As I u'alk through the revolving doors. I am greeted with the pleasing aroma of smooth,
sweet. rich chocolatc that permeates everything. Even in the reception area, where
Peter Moon's r'r'if'e Leona is busl ri'ith Easter orders, i can't escape this potent scent.

If the mere thought of that sounds good to you, what would it
be like to breathe in the aroma ol this fine chocolate every single day? I ask Leona that
very sane cluestion. "l'm so used to the smell. I've worked here for so long I don't even
notice it any more." Leona admits. To my mind, that is an absolute tragedy. But she
later conlbsses that she still eats a I'elv pieces of chocolate every day.

I obsen,e Lcona as she expertly handles customers who are desperate to get their
orders in on time. 'rhe lactor1,'s chocolate has just been given the highest rating rn a
recent consumcr report and needless to say. the orders have been flooding in. The boom
in busincss could explain her high spirits, which i must admit is infectious, and I can,t
help 1'eeling excited about being let into this hidden world.

At that moment, Peter Moon enters tiom a door at the back, dressed in a white
hat and a heavv-duty rubber apron. After polite introductions, he immediately launches
into his fnvourite topic. "Did vou know that chocolate comes from the bean of the
'I'heobroma cacao tree. which means 'fbod of the gods'?" he asks. "The Aztecs
considered cacao to be man's inheritance from Quetzalcoatl, the god of the air. cacao
seeds u ere made into a drink with the addition of maize and vanilla. The Spaniards
observed its use and carried back beans to Spain, where it rapidly became a drink for
the wealth1,." I can tell this man lives and breathes what he does.

I fbllou' Peter into the packing room. which is bursting with multicoloured
cellophanc and ribbons that are waiting to decorate chocolate eggs arranged in lines. I
watch as stall'rvork. caref'ully wrapping E,aster treats. over 60 staff are employed at the
fbcLorl' and. fion.r appearances. I don't doubt their commitment. "My i.ur ur.
extremelv fircused. we are like a lamily here," peter declares proudly. I couldn't agree
more. I immediately get the impression that this is no ordinary factory.

And then. as he and I enter the adjoining room, I try to pull myself together. I
make a great etlort to control mv excitement" reminding myself that the real purpose
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of my visit is io gather intbrmation to write an article. A conveyor belt transports small
cubes of s\veet centres towards a chocolate waterfall, with the promise of being
enveloped in a rhick, Iuxurious layer o1'chocolate. Moon picks up a triy of half'-finished
mini chocolale eggs. E.ach egg is ready to be filled and brushed over with more
chooolate to scal it. coloured cocoa butter will then be painted on to it to give it a shiny
exterior. lt is ob'ious that a significant amount of care and attention go.i into making
Moon's chocolates. and cach one is flnished lovingly by hand.

"wc usc the lieshcst ingredients. which are fiee liom artificial preservatives, and
so our proclucls only haYc a shcil'lilb o1'three weeks," explains ir.t... By finding
ingredients liom all around the r.vorld. peter is responding io the. growing trend of
chocolate connoisse urs rvho hold tasting evenings with fiiends. The-y enjoi tryrng ro
name the origins of the cocoa bean that the chocolate is made fiorn, like ihose who
appreciate flne wine. As I leave. I learn that peter, like his wifb, also takes the
opporlunit\' ro sample his r.r,ork. "I think it's important to test the products on a regular
basis." he sals smiling. And ycs... if you are wondering, I did get to take some home!
