Petrovskv Palace is locatcd on i.oningradsky Prospeot. Built in 1780 on the orders of
Catherinc Lhc (]reat in thc so called "Russian Neogothic Style". the Palace was used
by thc Russian Monarchs as a place to stop at and rest on the way liom St. Petersburg
to Moscou. [irdar,. Petrovsky Palace and Park are within the Moscow city limits.
Part o1'the Petrovsk), Parl< is occupicd b1'thc Dynamo Stadium.

Catherinc's Palace is located in the district of Lefortovo - which used to be the
Gcrman [)istrict. o1'Moscor.r' or'Nemetskay'a Sloboda', r.vhere lbreigners lived. When
tlre palacc u as built in 1796. it was the biggest palace in Moscow. Catherine's son
Pavcl I clidn't lilic this palacc. anrl aller the death of his mother turned it into the
barracks lbr his soldiers. Since then. thc palace has belonged to dilferent military
s e ho,-r ls.

The Grand Kremlin Palace is located in the Moscow Kremlin. f'acing the Moskva
River. l hc Palace rvas built in 18.19 as the olllcial residence of Russian Emperors in
Mosctl.r'. lt is a tall building but has only two floors. It is now the residence of the
Russian Prcsiclent. Manv ollcial events are held there. Georgievsky Hall is the
largest hall o1'the Crand Palace. Wht'n there are no olficial events, the Palace is open
to tounsts.

The Kremlin Palace of Congresses is the newest building in the Moscow Kremlin.
It was . built in I 961 on the initiative of Nikita Khruschev to be used for the
congrcsscs o1' the (lommunisl Par-t1 . In addition to its main official purpose, the
Palacc has rhl,al'5 []ss. r-rsed lbr concerts and theatrical productions. It served as the
second stap.c ol the llolshoi 'l'heatre. The main and biggest New Year's Party lbr
children 'Yollia' - has al-so bcen held here tbr years.
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Sheremetev Palace, or Ostankino Palace, was built in the 18th century by Count
Nikolai Sheremetev, one of the richest people of his time. Sheremetev loved arts and
built his summer residence at Ostankino as a palace of arts which included a theatre
and a library, as well as galleries of paintings and sculptures. The theatre was the
central and most important part of the palace. Today, Sheremetev Palace is a
museum.
