At that moment. perer Moon enters tiom a door at the back, dressed in a white
hat and a hcavv-duty rubber apron. After polite introductions, he immediately launches
rnto his lavouritc topic. "Did you hnow that chocolate comes from the bean or.the
Theobroma cacao tree. u'hich means '1bod of the gods'?" he asks. ,,The Aztecs
considered cacao to be man's inheritance from euetzalcoatl. the god ofthe air. cacao
seeds werc made into a drink with the addition of maize and u*illu. Th. Spaniards
observed its use and carried bacr< heans to Spain, where rt rapidly became a drink fbr
the wealtl-ry."

And then. as he and I enter the adjoining room, I try to pull myself together. Imakc a grear c1'fort ro control nr.i excitement, ieminding myseif that ihe reallurpose
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of my visit is to gather inlbrmation to write an arlicle. A conveyor belt transports small
r:ubcs o1' s\\ject centres tor,vards a chocolate waterfall, with the p.omise oi n.ing
envclopcd in a thick. luxurious laycr ol.chocolate. Moon picks up a tra1, of half._linished
mrni chocolare eggs. [iach egg is ready to be filled and brushed over with more
chocolate to seal it. coloured cocoa butter u'ill then be painted on to it to give it a shiny
exterior. It is obvious that a signilicant amount ofcare and attention go.iinto making
Moon's chocolates. and each one is finished lovingly by hand.

"we use the fieshest ingredients, which are free from artificial preservatives, and
so our products onli, havc a shcil'lif'e of three weeks,', explains Feter. By finding
